Health & Safety and Insurance Requirements

The company has statutory requirements to protect the Health & Safety of residents and owners particularly as the actions of one resident can effect those living next to, above or below in a block of flats. To this end the company carry out regular Health and Safety reviews and make recommendations. In addition the insurance company request that certain conditions are met.
None of these recommendations or conditions is onerous and they are designed to protect the welfare of residents.

Recommendations:

a) That the property has the benefit of a current electrical Periodical Inspection Report (Electrical Safety) or such report will be obtained within 28 days of purchase and will maintain a current certificate in force. A copy of the current Periodical Inspection Report must be provided to the company at the time of sale or if the property is let.

b) That the property has, or will be provided with a minimum of; a fire blanket in the kitchen, a smoke detector and a fire extinguisher. Confirmation that these items will be installed must be provided to the company at the time of sale or if the property is let.

Requirements:

c) That if let on an Assured Shorthold Tenancy the property will be to let to professional people and not students or DSS claimants. The company will be notified at once by the owner should tenants subsequently fall into either of these categories in order that the insurance company may be notified. (Should an increase in insurance premium be payable this will be charged to and paid by the owner.)

d) That gas canisters are not used or taken into the property.

e) That paraffin heaters are not used or taken into the property.

f) A suitably qualified electrician and or plumber will carry out any changes to the heating at the property. Furthermore to comply with insurance and Health & Safety requirements owners must seek permission from the company in advance of any changes to heating. No fee is payable this.
